Monthly Summary for the month of August, 2019

Important events for the month of August, 2019 are as follows:

(a) The Indian Team comprising of 48 members participated in 44 Skills in the 45"
WorldSkills Competition held in Kazan, Russia from 22" to 27% August, 2019 wherein more
than 1,350 Competitors from 63 countries and regions competed in 56 Skills to win
prestigious medals. The Indian team gave their best ever performance by winning 19 Medals
and Medallions of Excellence (one Gold, one Silver and two Bronze) and ranked 13" among
all participating nations. Further, Hon’ble Minister, SDE also urged nations to leverage
India’s demographic dividend for strengthening their respective economies at the Ministers’
Summit held during the WorldSkills Competition.

(b) A Campaign for 4™ edition of National Entrepreneurship Awards (NEA) 2019 was
launched by Hon’ble Minister, SDE at Ambedkar International Centre, New Delhi on 8"
August, 2019. Under this edition, a total of 45 Awards will be conferred to the entrepreneurs
in two categories: 39 Awards in Enterprise Track and 6 Awards in Ecosystem Builder. This is
the 4" edition of NEA which is scheduled to be held on 9" November, 2019.

(c) A meeting was held on 27" August, 2019 between Secretary, MSDE and officials
from J&K Government on ways to improve the Skill Development Ecosystem in the State.
Many key issues were discussed like update on the progress of the ITI and Jammu and
Kashmir State Skill Development Mission (JKSSDM), proposal on establishment of Heritage
Skill Development Institute, State proposal for India International Skill Centres (IISC) to help
meet the increasing demand for skilled work force in the international job market and other
issues.

(d) A meeting was organized between MSDE and Domestic Worker Sector Skill Council
(DWSSC). Key points discussed in the meeting include: Pilot project between DWSSC and
Jan Shikshan Sansthan (JSS), to evaluate the possibility of conducting assessment for
DWSSC job roles through the Domestic Worker Sector Skill Council; allocation of
additional Pradhan Mantri Kaushal Vikas Yojana (PMKVY) RPL physical targets (i.e.
90,000) after submission of pending impact assessment of already approved four projects;
apprise States to encourage their training providers to undertake training in DWSSC job
roles, etc.

(e) The 23" Meeting of National Skills Qualifications Committee (NSQC) was held on
22" August, 2019 at New Delhi. One of the main functions of the Committee is to grant
approval to the qualifications in order to align them to National Skill Qualification
Framework (NSQF). A total of 492 Qualifications were approved and 25 Qualifications
requiring some additional compliances were granted conditional approval by the committee
subject to fulfilment of requirements within stipulated time.

® A dashboard has been created on NIC Darpan platform, providing a concurrent
progress tool for Schemes and Programs being implemented by MSDE.

(2) The continuation of the Scheme “Skill Development in 47 Districts Affected by
LWE” has been approved by Ministry of Finance upto 31% March 2020 subject to the



conditions that funds would be released only for ongoing projects and that no new projects
should be sanctioned during the extended period.

(h) Progress made under Skills Strengthening for Industrial Value Enhancement
(STRIVE) project during the month of August 2019:- 73 ITIs from 10 States/UTs signed
tripartite agreement to participate in the programme. Till date a total of 102 ITIs have signed
Performance based grant agreement; Video Conferences were conducted with 16 states to
facilitate registration of state societies under PFMS, training on EAT module and transfer of
funds from Treasury; Video Conferences were organized and field visits were made for
selected Industry clusters under the STRIVE project to support them in preparation of
Industry Apprentice Initiative (IAI) Plan; two Stakeholders consultative meetings were
organized for revamping Computer Operator and Programming Assistant(COPA) and
Cosmetology course; Project Steering Committee meeting of STRIVE was held to review the
progress and resolve implementation issues.

(1) The officials of National Skills Training Institutes (NSTIs) participated in a two-days
workshop organized by NSDC on 5™ - 6™ August 2019 regarding Joint Certification for
Training of Trainers (TOT) program being implemented at NSTIs as per the new guidelines
developed in collaboration with Singapore Polytechnic. This is one of initiatives taken up by
MSDE for convergence of long term and short term skilling ecosystem.

() A stake holder consultation for strengthening certification system for trainers by
Directorate General of Training (DGT), MSDE was held on 27" August, 2019 in Delhi with
the objective to encourage transition from ozone depleting substances (ODC) to non ODC in
Refrigeration and Air Conditioning (RAC) service sector in the country.
