Monthly Summary for the month of September, 2019

Important events for the month of September, 2019 are as follows:

(a) “Apprenticeship Pakhwara” was launched on 30th September 2019 which is
scheduled to run till 16th October 2019. As a part of Pakhwara, a “National Conclave of State
Skill Minister” was held on the same day which was chaired by Hon'ble Union Minister,
SDE. The main agenda of the conclave was to discuss and share the journey of MSDE, its
various achievements and initiatives for skill ecosystem, elaboration of vision document of
MSDE (2020 to 2025), announcement of incentive for “Third party Aggregator” (TPA)
support to promote apprenticeship, vision document on ‘Right to Skill’ (RTS) and exchange
of MoUs with various States/UTs for ensuring their commitment for engagement of
apprentices. During second half of the conclave, discussions were held with the
representatives of States/UTs wherein States/UTs expressed their views and gave suggestions
on various skill development initiatives of MSDE. During the above event, MSDE signed
MoUs with states on achieving apprenticeship numbers to reinforce the Ministry’s
association with states, industries and apprentices. 24 States/UTs signed the MoU thereby
committing 2.6 Lakh apprentices during the current financial year. Further, a new Pilot
Project was also launched on 30th September, 2019 to provide incentives to Third Party
Aggregators (TPAs).

(b) A meeting was held under the Chairmanship of Joint Secretary (Skill Development),
(MSDE) on 16th September 2019 at Civil Secretariat, Srinagar, Jammu & Kashmir with
officials from Govt. of Jammu & Kashmir (J&K) and Jammu & Kashmir State Skill
Development Mission (JKSSDM) to discuss ways to ensure 100% coverage of all the eligible
beneficiaries from J&K and the steps to be undertaken thereby for this. Officials from various
Organisations from the Ministry (MSDE) including NSDC, DJSS and various Sector Skill
Councils (SSCs) were also present in the meeting.

(©) For setting up of IIS at Mumbai, Dr. Mahendra Nath Pandey, Hon’ble Minister for
Skill Development and Entrepreneurship laid the foundation stone for Indian Institute of
Skills, (IIS) in Mumbai on 11" September, 2019 in the presence of senior dignitaries of
Maharashtra State Government along with Chairman, Tata Sons, Chairman, national Skill
Development Corporation and secretary, Skill Development and Entrepreneurship and senior
officers of the Ministry of Skill Development and Entrepreneurship.

(d) A meeting was held between Secretary, Ministry of Skill Development and
Entrepreneurship (MSDE) and Secretary, Ministry of Textile (MoT) on 13th September 2019
at Shram Shakti Bhawan, Rafi Marg, New Delhi to discuss the convergence of skilling
schemes, discussed in various meetings chaired by Cabinet Secretary. A separate meeting
was held between Secretary, (MSDE) and Secretary, (MoSPI) on same day in the presence of
other officials from MSDE, MoSPI, NSDA, NSDC and Management and Entrepreneurship &
Professional Skills Council (MEPSC). The agenda of meeting was to identify the problem of
skilling enumerators who undertake the task of data collection across various surveys. The
key areas of discussion included; development of job roles under MEPSC, creating a
complete skilling ecosystem and repository of surveyors, certification of candidates trained
under these job roles, etc.



(e) To recognize and appreciate the good works done by trainers, Kaushalacharya
Awards 2019 was organised on 5th Sept, 2019 to felicitate 53 trainers from different sectors
for their exceptional contribution towards creating a future-ready and skilled workforce.

) Participation of women in the composition of Board of Management (BOM) of Jan
Shikshan Sansthan (JSS) has been ensured by the Ministry and it has been decided with the
approval of Hon'ble Minister, SDE that the BOM of JSS shall have at least 4 (four) female
members in it. Order to this effect has been issued on 23.9.2019.

(2) A regional workshop on SANKALP was held in Kohima, Nagaland on 3rd —4th
September 2019. Six States namely Nagaland, Madhya Pradesh, Karnataka, Jharkhand,
Arunachal Pradesh and Sikkim participated in the workshop. Workshops with District
Officials and trainers were also held alongside the regional workshop. Apart from it, a
workshop was also held in Delhi and Maharashtra under SANKALP. Further, a delegation
visit to Seoul, Korea was undertaken which was organized by World Bank and video
conferences were held with States/ UTs for reviewing the status of State Incentive Grant
(SIG) baseline and submission of State proposal under SANKALP.

(h)  Before implementation of the revised PM YUVA Scheme Pilot Project on the lines of
revised PM YUVA has been approved by the Ministry on 02.09.2019 and after completion of
all the preparatory work, the project could be implemented w.e.f. 27th September, 2019.

(1) Progress under ‘Skills Strengthening for Industrial Value Enhancement’ (STRIVE)
scheme includes; signing of tripartite agreement by 84 ITIs from 11 States/UT to participate
in the programme and till date a total of 157 ITIs have signed Performance based grant
agreement; signing of MoU between State Govt. of Maharashtra and Govt. of India to
implement the STRIVE project and till date a total of 29 MOUs have been signed with
various states/ UTs; conducting Video Conferences with 12 states to facilitate registration of
state societies under PFMS, training on EAT module and transfer of funds from Treasury.
