Qualifications Committee (NSQC) vide Notification No. 8/6/2013-Invt. dated 27.12.2013 issued by the
Ministry of Finance (Department of Economic Affairs), Government of India and based on the
recommendations of Committee on Assessment and Certification Bodies (CACB) constituted vide office
order No. 43001/02/2013/NSDA/III(Pt.3)/1064 dated 19.02.2019 to evaluate proposals received from various
organizations for recognition as Assessment & Certification Body, Sri Vishwakarma Skill University (SVSU)
and National Power Training Institute (NPTI) are hereby recognized as Assessment and Certification Bodies,
for trainings conducted in NSQF compliant Qualifications for which approval has been obtained from NSDA/
NCVET (list at https://www.nsda.gov.in/).

2. The recognized Assessment and Certification bodies are eligible to —

a.

b.

Develop and submit Qualifications for NSQF alignment.

Undertake assessment and certification for trainings conducted in respect of Qualifications for
which approval has been obtained from NSDA/ NCVET.

Undertake assessment and certification activities for Central/ State Government funded programs
within their respective jurisdictional areas; and for both funded and non-funded programs within
their own campuses, for such Qualifications.

Adopt existing Qualifications available on the National Qualification Register (NQR) as per the
guidelines of adoption.

3. The recognition is based on following conditions:

a.

Assessment and certification shall be done in accordance with approved norms and standards as
prescribed for a particular NSQF compliant Qualification and extant MSDE/ NCVET guidelines in
respect of such activities.
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b.

The recognition is granted for a period of three years from the date of this Notification after which
renewal shall be sought from NSDA/ NCVET.

The recognized body shall share information of training, assessment and certification activities
with NSDA/ NCVET annually.

The recognized body shall follow the norms and guidelines as issued by NSDA/ NCVET from time
to time for such bodies.
