Ministry of Skill Development and Entrepreneurship (MSDE)

Summary for the month of February, 2020

Important events for the month of February, 2020 are as follows:

(a) A day long interactive meeting with the States and Union Territories (UTs) under the
chairmanship of Secretary, MSDE was held on 18.02.2020 at Pravasi Bharatiya Kendra, New
Delhi. Additional Chief Secretaries/Principal Secretaries/ Secretaries of Skill Development of
States and UTs and Managing Directors of State Skill Development Missions (SSDMs) were
present at the meeting along with senior officials from MSDE, NSDC (National Skill
Development Corporation). Shri Mahendra Nath Pandey Hon’ble Minister,SDE, and Shri R.K
Singh, Hon’ble Minister of State, SDE also addressed the gathering. Detailed discussions were
held on various points including States' suggestions and feedback for next version of PMKVY
(Pradhan Mantri Kaushal Vikas Yojana), how to synergise Central and State level skilling
schemes and increasing State's participation and ownership in implementation of various
skilling schemes.

(b) Demand for Grants (DFG) meeting was conducted on 19.02.2020 by the Standing
Committee on Labour in the Parliament. Secretary, MSDE provided responses to the queries
pertaining to MSDE which were raised by the Standing Committee members.

(©) Ministry of Skill development collaborated with Ministry of Women and Child to have
a daylong National Conference on 14.02.20 on Policy Framework for skilling of Women and
Children. Hon’ble Minister, MSDE, Hon’ble Minister MWCD, Secretary, MSDE, Secretary,
MWCD, along with other stakeholders, officials of both the Ministries and others participated
in the Conference.

(d) A meeting was held by Hon’ble Minister, MWCD, with Secretary MSDE, on 17.2.20
to design and implement a course on Emergency Medical Technical Course for Care Givers.

(e) Minister of State, MSDE, held separate meeting with the Sector Skill Councils related
to Power (19.2.20), Electronics (19.2.20), Mining (20.2.20), Green Jobs (20.2.20),
Hydrocarbon (25.2.20) and IT & ITEs (28/2/20)

® A workshop on Gender Study was held on 21/2/20 to identify constraints on female
participation in skills training.

(2) The meeting of Common Costs Committee was held on 26/2/20 wherein a number of
policy decisions were taken.

® The 24" Meeting of the National Skills Qualifications Committee was held on 27/2/20,
wherein a number of Qualification Packs were approved, and major policy decisions taken to
streamline the process of approvals.

(2) A brain storming session was held with the Entrepreneur Development institutes of the
States, along with NGOs in the field of entrepreneurship to help design the new programme of
Entrepreneurship.

(h) The new initiatives and milestones achieved under the programme SANKALP (Skills
Acquisition and Knowledge Awareness for Livelihood) programme during the month are as
under:
e Multi-stakeholder Consultative meeting was held on 10.02.2020 at Delhi for
identifying pilots on skilling, reskilling & upskilling of ‘Safai Karamcharis’ in Uttar
Pradesh and Maharashtra.

Development Plan (GPDP)’ was made at the National Colloquium of State Secretaries
of RD&PR (Rural Development and Panchayati Raj) and Heads of SIRDPRs (State
Institute for Rural Development and Panchayati Raj) at Hyderabad on 14.02.2020.
MoU was signed between MSDE and National Instructional Media Institute (NIMI) for
establishment of NIMI SANKALP Cell for implementation and support of Mahatma
Gandhi National Fellowship (MGNF) programme under Skills Acquisition and
Knowledge Awareness for Livelihood Promotion (SANKALP) programme.

MoU has been signed with Ordnance Factory Board for re-skilling of surplus

workers in Feburary 2020.

Entrepreneurship) was convened on 19.02.2020 to discuss the Functional Requirement
Specification (FRS) for new apprenticeship portal. A walk-through of portal features was done
and feedback was invited from all the stakeholders.

33 Industrial Training Institutes (ITIs) have signed tripartite agreement to participate in
the programme. Till date a total of 244 ITIs have signed Performance based grant
agreement.

MoU has been signed between UT of Jammu & Kashmir and Govt. of India to
implement the STRIVE project. Till date 32 States/UTs have signed MoUs to
implement STRIVE.

240 officials have been trained under NSQF (National Skills Qualification Framework)
compliance training. Till date 13,750 officials have been trained under NSQF.

The draft Recruitment, Training and Career Progression Policy document for Craft
instructors/Trainers of ITIs has been sent for approval of Recommendation Committee
of Norms & Courses.

Video Conference was held for selected Industry clusters under the STRIVE project to
support them in implementation of Industry Apprentice Initiative (IAI) Plan.

193 ITIs have been physically visited by external agency for grading under phase 2.
Till date 11,486 ITIs have been physically visited by the external agency.

Letters have been sent to various states requesting faster fund transfer from state
treasury to implementing agencies under the STRIVE project.
