Ministry of Skill Development and Entrepreneurship (MSDE)

Summary for the month of March 2020

Important events for the month of March 2020 are as follows:

1. Initiatives for COVID 19

(a) MSDE has decided to make available all National Skill Training Institutes (NSTIs) and
their hostels (total 33 NSTIs) across the country for conversion into Quarantine / Isolation
facilities through a mail to states dated 29/3/20. Already, District administrations have
requisitioned NSTIs at Panipat,Trivandrum,. Calicut, Ludhiana, Chennai and Dehradun.
Further, States have been advised to use the premises of ITIs coming under their jurisdiction
for use as Quarantine / Isolation facility. There are totally 15697 ITIs, with 3055 in

Government Sector and 12,642 in Private Sector.

(b) A list of one lakh trained Health Sector Professionals trained under PMKVY was sent
to MoHFW through mail on 29/3, including their contact details such as Mobile numbers and
email addresses. This was further amplified through a D.O. letter dated 3-4-2020, sent to
Chief Secretaries of all States/UTs, sharing data of 1.75 Lakh such personnel.

(©) In order to prevent the spread of CoVID-19, the Jan ShikshanSansthans (JSS) located
in various parts of the country were asked to prepare and distribute cloth masks for the use of
general public through letter dated 31/32020. Till 5th of April, 3.88 lakh masks were
distributed through the JSSs.

(d) Similarly, ITIs and NSTIs are involved in preparation of masks under the guidance of
District Collector and District Healthcare authorities. 18 ITIs and 2 NSTIs have already
started manufacturing masks, while others are ready for the same and have requested Dt.

Collectors for guidance.

(e) A number of innovative actions have been taken by some NSTIs and ITIs with respect
to the pandemic. NSTI Ludhiana has prepared an Aero Blaster Machine and handed it over to
District Administration for sanitizing the city. ITI Jehanabad has prepared a public tunnel
sanitizer machine and installed at District Hospital Jehanabad. ITI, Pune Cantonment, has

prepared six number of Disinfection Chamber and installed at Cantonment.



) MSDE has also decided to contribute at least one day salary by all officers/staff to the
PM CARES Fund. Further, National Skill Development Council, the Sector Skill Councils
and Training Providers have been asked to contribute through CSR funds. The total
contribution from salaries and CSR is Rs. 3.23 crores. In addition, 1853 ITIs have contributed

around Rs 1.41 crores to the Fund.

(2) Enrolment date for training providers to enroll candidates has been extended up to 31-
05-2020 for eight NE states for PMKVY 2016-20 Scheme, from the present last date of 31*
March. Further, the period for provision of training has been extended to 31°" August from

31° May 2020 for the targets given in 2019-20.

(h) Ministry has notified all establishments under designated and optional trade of
Apprenticeships to pay full stipend to the apprenticeships.

(1) An ad hoc plan of action had been prepared to handle situations arising on account of
Covid-19. This included policy intervention in domain of resolving functional bottlenecks,
and a clear-cut operation strategy to handle post-Covid-19 lockdown situations with gradual
and controlled normalization effort. Further, with the directions of Hon" Prime Minister in the
meeting of the Council of Ministers, a task force has been constituted to formally examine

and propose the strategy for starting economic activity in the sector.

) Some major tasks laid down for senior officers, who have to complete the same

during the lockdown period, working from home.

(k) While ITls have been closed down, following being done to see that the learning process

continues:

(i) Continue learning through online resources such as Bharatskills portal, Quest App, NIMI virtual

classrooms, etc.

(ii) Assignment given to the trainees by Instructors to be performed during the nationwide lock-

down period.

(iii) Instructors in regular contact with the trainees through the WhatsApp group and guiding

them for their assignments.

2. New initiatives and special events:




(a) The milestones relating to MSDE, under the Social Sector Group of SGOS were

finalized and uploaded on the e-samiksha portal.

(b) The concept Note of draft Pradhan Mantri Kaushal Vikas Yojana (PMKVY) 3.0 for
period 2020-25 has been sent to Secretary, Dept of Expenditure, Ministry of Finance, for
approval, after taking approvals of Hon’ Cabinet Minister, MSDE, and MoS, MSDE. The
new version of PMKVY involves a major change from PMKVY 2.0, with shift from the
present supply driven to demand driven approach, and to making the district the central focus

of the programme.

(c) The concept note of National Apprenticeship Promotion Scheme (NAPS) — 2.0 has
been prepared and sent to Department of Expenditure for approval. The revised scheme
targets to achieve training of 40 lakh apprentices by the end of year 2025, with a growth in
apprentices every year being kept at 33%. Additionally, the engagement of women
apprenticesand engagement of apprentices in aspirational districts have been given more
weightage. The concept note has been approved by Hon’ble Union Minister and Minister of

State.

(d) As per the calendar laid down by Ministry of Women and Child Development, a
Women’s day function was organized on 4/3/20 by the Ministry in the Ambedkar Bhawan,
New Delhi, with women stakeholders from the institutions under MSDE ecosystem, such as
NSTIL, ITI, PMKVY, JSS, etc., participating. Some women beneficiaries narrated their

experience and stated how skill training changed their life.

(e) The Ministry also participated in the Conference held on 6/3/20 by M/o WCD Session
on the Central Role of Women in India’s Growth Story, with the Ministry highlighting the

importance of skilling in the Women’s Growth.

) The Inter-Ministerial Empowered Committee (IMEC) meeting of Indian Institute of
Skills (IIS) was held on 13/3/20, in which the progress of [ISes was reviewed and the RfP of

IIS Kanpur was examined.

(2) A presentation was made at the Prime Minister’s Office on 17/3/20 on the activities of
Ministry of Skill Development and Entrepreneurship and the way forward. Advisor PMO,
Sheri Amarjeet Sinha, Additional Secretary, Shri Tarun Bajaj and others participated in the

meeting.



(h) A presentation was made on 19/3/20 to the Aspirational Districts through Video
Conference from NITI Aayog,wherein short term and long term goals for the Aspirational

Districts under skill development was explained

(1) A Talk was given by Secretary on 12/3/20 at National Defence College (NDC) on “The
Challenges of Skilling India” to the Officers participating in the NDC Course.

(j) Based on the directions of Department of Expenditure, the schemes PMKVY-2.0, NAPS
and JSS, which were coming to an end on 31 March 2020 were extended till 315 March
2021 or till the date from which recommendations of 15th Finance Commission come into

effect or till further orders, whichever is earlier.

(k) To promote decentralized planning, Awards for District Skill Development Planning
(DSDP) have been constituted by the Ministry. The Guidelines for the ‘Awards for District
Skill Development Planning (DSDP) 2020-21°was released on 18th March 2020 by Dr.
Mahendra Nath Pandey, Hon’ble Minister, MSDE.

Q) Mahatma Gandhi National Fellowship (MGNF) programme, an initiative of MSDE to
support the District administration in improving skill development program delivery as well
as developing a cadre of committed and competent development leaders, was launched by
MSDE in collaboration with IIM Bangalore on 8th March 2020, in a function under the
chairmanship of Hon’Cabinet Minister, MSDE, at [IM Bangalore.
