Monthly Summary for the month of June, 2019

Important events for the month of June, 2019 are as follows:

(a) A Delegation from Singapore, led by Singapore’s Minister of Education, visited New

Delhi from 6-7 June 2019. A Minister-level meeting was organized by MSDE on 6™ June
2019 to interact with the delegation from Singapore. As skilling in Singapore comes under
the purview of the Education Ministry, the objective of the visit of the Minister for Education
and his delegation was to understand the skills ecosystem in India and explore possible
opportunities to partner Indian skills stakeholders.

(b) A technical meeting on the Indo-German Cooperation in Vocational Education
Training was held between MSDE and German Delegation at Kaushal Bhawan, New Delhi
on 14™ June 2019.

(c) First meeting of Joint Steering Committee for India-UK Cooperation in the field of
Skill Development was held on 17" June 2019 at India Habitat Centre, New Delhi.

(d) The fee for SC/ST candidates joining vocational training under Jan Shikshan Sansthan
Scheme (JSS) has been waived off with effect from 4®June, 2019.

(e) With an objective to ensure that assessment and certification of Jan Shikshan
Sansthan Scheme (JSS) beneficiaries is standardized with transparency, accountability,
uniform across the board and lend credibility to JSS training and online certification, an
evidence based Assessment and Certification Guidelines for JSS has been finalized by
MSDE.

(f) To provide a unique ownable branding template for Jan Shikshan Sansthan (JSS), that is
rooted in its Indian origins, a Branding Guidelines for the Jan Shikshan Sansthan has been
finalized by MSDE.

(2) The claims of MSDE against the achievement of the Disbursement Linked Indicator
(DLI)-5 were verified by Independent Verification Agency (IIM Indore) and the same has
also been forwarded to the D/o Economic Affairs for unlocking funds amounting to USD
15,920,000/- from the World Bank against the said achievements.

(h)  The second Inter-Ministerial Empowered Committee meeting in connection with
‘Setting up of Indian Institute of Skills (IIS)’ was held on 19" June 2019 at Shram Shakti
Bhawan, New Delhi to discuss on the report of the sub-committee on the Empowered
Committee.

(1) Under STRIVE (Skill Strengthening for Industrial Value Enhancement) project, State

Apprenticeship Monitoring Cell (SAMC) for 06 States (Karnataka, Punjab, Assam,
Rajasthan, Manipur, Meghalaya) approved and total funds of Rs. 3.52 Crore released to 08
States (where SAMC was already approved).



() MoUs have been signed between State Govt. of Nagaland, Puducherry and Govt. of
India to implement the STRIVE project. Till date a total of 27 MoUs have been signed with
various states/UTs. Tripartite agreements for 13 Industrial Training Institutes (ITIs) of

Andhra Pradesh and 16 ITIs of Haryana were signed for implementation of STRIVE.
(k)  Video Conferencing was held with 11 states to discuss the challenges pertaining to

implementation of Pradhan Mantri Kaushal Vikas Yojana (PMKVY) in all the States and
solve any operational challenges faced by the State Skill Development Missions (SSDMs).
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
